The Detroit News is reporting that General Motors 

will be recalling 6,006  2011 and 2012 Corvette 

Coupes in North America due to failure to meet a fed-

eral safety standard covering the rear hinges. GM said 

the issue could allow the rear hatch to separate from 

the vehicle in a crash. 

GM will be mailing letters to the owners with the af-

fected hinges on October 14th. Dealers will replace 

both rear hatch hinges. 

The issue came to light during testing for a future 

European regulation in early September, and GM 

halted shipment of the vehicles for three days as it 

investigated. GM says its unaware of any crashes, in-

juries or customer complaints related to the issue. 

The recall affects 5,755 Corvettes in the United States 

and 217 in Canada. Most of the rear hatch hinges ï 

about 4,000 ï are on 2011 Corvettes.

 Winter is here and we have to put 

our Corvettes away for their hibernation.  

Well, some do and some donôt.  For those 

who do lock the Corvette away for a few 

months, there are some things you can do 

to protect it.   

 C4ôs are battery suckers, C5ôs are 

battery killers and C6ôs are the Texas 

Chainsaw Massacre equivalent of battery 

drain.  Buy a quality  (read: expensive) 

battery tender to maintain the charge on 

your battery. 

 Fill the fuel tank and add a bottle 

of Sta-Bil fuel treatment for ethanol.  

Many people say that the newer cars are 

equipped to withstand the effects of  

ethanol fuel ñsouringò over time, but why 

take the chance when $5-6 will help  

preserve the fuel for up to 3 months?  

Completely draining the fuel system may 

not be a good alternative as this causes 

condensation in the system. 

 There are several methods for 

keeping mice out of your Corvette and 

other stored vehicles.  Irish Spring soap 

and Bounce dryer sheets are a much nicer 

alternative to the old mothball method.  I 

also crumple aluminum foil and stuff it 

into the exhaust, just be sure you leave 

enough sticking out to grip it and pull it 

out before starting the car!
